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The first story should be one that briefly outlines the issues and perspectives on file sharing. Replace the “Lead Story Headline” above with a meaningful title. Don’t go into detail about any of the perspectives, but let the reader know that the following pages will elaborate on the perspectives of the creator, legal community, business community and end users. 


You may change the font size or style, or use a different newsletter format or template entirely. Do name your newsletter  POV on File Sharing, and make sure the names of all group members are clearly indicated. You are encouraged to change the clip art or photography as you wish.  Notice that in this template the first column flows into this one.  If any member of your group is very familiar with newsletter production, he or she may find it easier to construct a new template. Otherwise, do you best with this template by replacing my text with yours. The overall newsletter should be six pages long—this first overview page, one page each for each of the four perspectives (creator, legal, business and end user) and a final page that has a story or stories about the problem based learning assignment, experience or group dynamic. find many publications that match the style of your newsletter.


Don’t let the template drive you crazy—the content is more important than the form.














This second story should be a consensus opinion of the group concerning the questions of the legality and ethics of file-sharing. This opinion should arise from the problem-based learning process. Your group may come down squarely on one side or the other, or you may agree that there are situational factors. 





In this story, you should make recommendations in answer to “The Quest” situation posed in the PBL project. You can address only music file sharing, or, ideally, you will discuss both music file sharing and sharing of other types of files such as software.
